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BIBLE

John 5:2-20, 30-32

Now there is at Jerusalem by the sheep market a pool, which is called in the Hebrew
tongue Bethesda, having five porches. In these lay a great multitude of impotent folk, of
blind, halt, withered, waiting for the moving of the water. For an angel went down at a
certain season into the pool, and troubled the water:..

whosoever then first after the troubling of the water stepped in was made whole of
whatsoever disease he had. And a certain man was there, which had an infirmity thirty
and eight years. When Jesus saw him lie, and knew that he had been now a long time in
that case, he saith unto him, Wilt thou be made whole? The impotent man answered
him, Sir, I have no man, when the water is troubled, to put me into the pool: but while I
am coming, another steppeth down before me. Jesus saith unto him, Rise, take up thy
bed, and walk. And immediately the man was made whole, and took up his bed, and
walked: and on the same day was the sabbath. I The Jews therefore said unto him that
was cured, It is the sabbath day: it is not lawful for thee to carry thy bed. He answered
them, He that made me whole, the same said unto me, Take up thy bed, and walk. Then
asked they him, What man is that which said unto thee, Take up thy bed, and walk?
And he that was healed wist not who it was: for Jesus had conveyed himself away, a
multitude being in that place. Afterward Jesus findeth him in the temple, and said unto
him, Behold, thou art made whole: sin no more, lest a worse thing come unto thee. The
man departed, and told the Jews that it was Jesus, which had made him whole. And
therefore did the Jews persecute Jesus, and sought to slay him, because he had done
these things on the sabbath day. { But Jesus answered them, My Father worketh
hitherto, and I work. Therefore the Jews sought the more to kill him, because he not
only had broken the sabbath, but said also that God was his Father, making himself
equal with God. Then answered Jesus and said unto them, Verily, verily, I say unto you,
The Son can do nothing of himself, but what he seeth the Father do: for what things
soever he doeth, these also doeth the Son likewise....

I can of mine own self do nothing: as I hear, I judge: and my judgment is just; because I
seek not mine own will, but the will of the Father which hath sent me.

John 10:27-29, 31-38, 30

My sheep hear my voice, and I know them, and they follow me: And I give unto them
eternal life; and they shall never perish, neither shall any man pluck them out of my
hand. My Father, which gave them me, is greater than all; and no man is able to pluck
them out of my Father’s hand...

Then the Jews took up stones again to stone him. Jesus answered them, Many good
works have I shewed you from my Father; for which of those works do ye stone me?
The Jews answered him, saying, For a good work we stone thee not; but for blasphemy;
and because that thou, being a man, makest thyself God. Jesus answered them, Is it not
written in your law, I said, Ye are gods? If he called them gods, unto whom the word of
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God came, and the scripture cannot be broken; Say ye of him, whom the Father hath
sanctified, and sent into the world, Thou blasphemest; because I said, I am the Son of
God? If I do not the works of my Father, believe me not. But if I do, though ye believe
not me, believe the works: that ye may know, and believe, that the Father is in me, and I
in him...

I and my Father are one.

Luke 17:20, 21

I And when he was demanded of the Pharisees, when the kingdom of God should
come, he answered them and said, The kingdom of God cometh not with observation:
Neither shall they say, Lo here! or, lo there! for, behold, the kingdom of God is within you.
Mark 10:13-22

And they brought young children to him, that he should touch them: and his disciples
rebuked those that brought them. But when Jesus saw it, he was much displeased, and
said unto them, Suffer the little children to come unto me, and forbid them not: for of
such is the kingdom of God. Verily I say unto you, Whosoever shall not receive the
kingdom of God as a little child, he shall not enter therein. And he took them up in his
arms, put his hands upon them, and blessed them. J And when he was gone forth into
the way, there came one running, and kneeled to him, and asked him, Good Master,
what shall I do that I may inherit eternal life? And Jesus said unto him, Why callest thou
me good? there is none good but one, that is, God. Thou knowest the commandments,
Do not commit adultery, Do not kill, Do not steal, Do not bear false witness, Defraud
not, Honour thy father and mother. And he answered and said unto him, Master, all
these have I observed from my youth. Then Jesus beholding him loved him, and said
unto him, One thing thou lackest: go thy way, sell whatsoever thou hast, and give to the
poor, and thou shalt have treasure in heaven: and come, take up the cross, and follow
me. And he was sad at that saying, and went away grieved: for he had great possessions.
John 16:23 Verily, 24-28 ask, 31-33

Verily, verily, I say unto you, Whatsoever ye shall ask the Father in my name, he will
give it you. ...

ask, and ye shall receive, that your joy may be full. These things have I spoken unto you
in proverbs: but the time cometh, when I shall no more speak unto you in proverbs, but
I shall shew you plainly of the Father. At that day ye shall ask in my name: and I say not
unto you, that I will pray the Father for you: For the Father himself loveth you, because
ye have loved me, and have believed that I came out from God. I came forth from the
Father, and am come into the world: again, I leave the world, and go to the Father. ...
Jesus answered them, Do ye now believe? Behold, the hour cometh, yea, is now come,
that ye shall be scattered, every man to his own, and shall leave me alone: and yet I am
not alone, because the Father is with me. These things I have spoken unto you, that in
me ye might have peace. In the world ye shall have tribulation: but be of good cheer; I
have overcome the world.
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Colossians 3:4, 8-14

When Christ, who is our life, shall appear, then shall ye also appear with him in glory. ...
But now ye also put off all these; anger, wrath, malice, blasphemy, filthy communication
out of your mouth. Lie not one to another, seeing that ye have put off the old man with
his deeds; And have put on the new man, which is renewed in knowledge after the
image of him that created him: Where there is neither Greek nor Jew, circumcision nor
uncircumcision, Barbarian, Scythian, bond nor free: but Christ is all, and in all. Put on
therefore, as the elect of God, holy and beloved, bowels of mercies, kindness,
humbleness of mind, meekness, longsuffering; Forbearing one another, and forgiving
one another, if any man have a quarrel against any: even as Christ forgave you, so also
do ye. And above all these things put on charity, which is the bond of perfectness.
Romans 8:13-19, 21

For if ye live after the flesh, ye shall die: but if ye through the Spirit do mortify the
deeds of the body, ye shall live. For as many as are led by the Spirit of God, they are the
sons of God. For ye have not received the spirit of bondage again to fear; but ye have
received the Spirit of adoption, whereby we cry, Abba, Father. The Spirit itself beareth
witness with our spirit, that we are the children of God: And if children, then heirs;
heirs of God, and joint-heirs with Christ; if so be that we suffer with him, that we may be
also glorified together. For I reckon that the sufferings of this present time are not
worthy to be compared with the glory which shall be revealed in us. For the earnest
expectation of the creature waiteth for the manifestation of the sons of God. ...

Because the creature itself also shall be delivered from the bondage of corruption into
the glorious liberty of the children of God...

Romans 6:22

But now being made free from sin, and become servants to God, ye have your fruit unto
holiness, and the end everlasting life.

I Corinthians 13:12For now we see through a glass, darkly; but then face to face: now I
know in part; but then shall I know even as also I am known.

Science and Health with Key to the Scriptures

18:3-9

Jesus of Nazareth taught and demonstrated man’s oneness with the Father, and for this
we owe him endless homage. His mission was both individual and collective. He did
life’s work aright not only in justice to himself, but in mercy to mortals, — to show them
how to do theirs, but not to do it for them nor to relieve them of a single responsibility.
306:13

If Life or Soul and its representative, man, unite for a period and then are separated as
by a law of divorce to be brought together again at some uncertain future time and in a
manner unknown, — and this is the general religious opinion of mankind, — we are left
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without a rational proof of immortality. But man cannot be separated for an instant
from God, if man reflects God. Thus Science proves man’s existence to be intact.

128:4-6

The term Science, properly understood, refers only to the laws of God and to His
government of the universe, inclusive of man.

276:9-11, 17

Man and his Maker are correlated in divine Science, and real consciousness is cognizant
only of the things of God...

If God is admitted to be the only Mind and Life, there ceases to be any opportunity for
sin and death. When we learn in Science how to be perfect even as our Father in heaven
is perfect, thought is turned into new and healthy channels, — towards the
contemplation of things immortal and away from materiality to the Principle of the
universe, including harmonious man.

325:10-24

In Colossians (iii. 4) Paul writes: “When Christ, who is our life, shall appear [be
manifested], then shall ye also appear [be manifested] with him in glory.” When
spiritual being is understood in all its perfection, continuity, and might, then shall man
be found in God’s image. The absolute meaning of the apostolic words is this: Then
shall man be found, in His likeness, perfect as the Father, indestructible in Life, “hid
with Christ in God,” — with Truth in divine Love, where human sense hath not seen
man.

Paul had a clear sense of the demands of Truth upon mortals physically and spiritually,
when he said: “Present your bodies a living sacrifice, holy, acceptable unto God, which
is your reasonable service.”

3:12

The Divine Being must be reflected by man, — else man is not the image and likeness of
the patient, tender, and true, the One “altogether lovely;” but to understand God is the
work of eternity, and demands absolute consecration of thought, energy, and desire.
515:21-13 next pg

Man is the family name for all ideas, — the sons and daughters of God. All that God
imparts moves in accord with Him, reflecting goodness and power.

Your mirrored reflection is your own image or likeness. If you lift a weight, your
reflection does this also. If you speak, the lips of this likeness move in accord with
yours. Now compare man before the mirror to his divine Principle, God. Call the mirror
divine Science, and call man the reflection. Then note how true, according to Christian
Science, is the reflection to its original. As the reflection of yourself appears in the
mirror, so you, being spiritual, are the reflection of God. The substance, Life,
intelligence, Truth, and Love, which constitute Deity, are reflected by His creation; and
when we subordinate the false testimony of the corporeal senses to the facts of Science,
we shall see this true likeness and reflection everywhere.
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516:21

Man and woman as coexistent and eternal with God forever reflect, in glorified quality,
the infinite Father-Mother God.

476:4-5, 28-5

In divine Science, God and the real man are inseparable as divine Principle and idea.
When speaking of God’s children, not the children of men, Jesus said, “The kingdom of
God is within you;” that is, Truth and Love reign in the real man, showing that man in
God’s image is unfallen and eternal. Jesus beheld in Science the perfect man, who
appeared to him where sinning mortal man appears to mortals. In this perfect man the
Saviour saw God’s own likeness, and this correct view of man healed the sick. Thus
Jesus taught that the kingdom of God is intact, universal, and that man is pure and holy.
70:7-9

Man is never God, but spiritual man, made in God’s likeness, reflects God. In this
scientific reflection the Ego and the Father are inseparable. ...

200:16

The great truth in the Science of being, that the real man was, is, and ever shall be
perfect, is incontrovertible; for if man is the image, reflection, of God, he is neither
inverted nor subverted, but upright and Godlike.

90:24-30

The admission to one’s self that man is God’s own likeness sets man free to master the
infinite idea. This conviction shuts the door on death, and opens it wide towards
immortality. The understanding and recognition of Spirit must finally come, and we
may as well improve our time in solving the mysteries of being through an
apprehension of divine Principle.

205:29-3 next pg

Denial of the oneness of Mind throws our weight into the scale, not of Spirit, God, good,
but of matter.

When we fully understand our relation to the Divine, we can have no other Mind but
His, — no other Love, wisdom, or Truth, no other sense of Life, and no consciousness of
the existence of matter or error.

475:7-10, 13

The Scriptures inform us that man is made in the image and likeness of God. Matter is
not that likeness. ...

Man is idea, the image, of Love; he is not physique. He is the compound idea of God,
including all right ideas; the generic term for all that reflects God’s image and likeness;
the conscious identity of being as found in Science, in which man is the reflection of
God, or Mind, and therefore is eternal; that which has no separate mind from God; that
which has not a single quality underived from Deity; that which possesses no life,
intelligence, nor creative power of his own, but reflects spiritually all that belongs to his
Maker.
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336:25 God

God, the divine Principle of man, and man in God’s likeness are inseparable,
harmonious, and eternal. The Science of being furnishes the rule of perfection, and
brings immortality to light. God and man are not the same, but in the order of divine
Science, God and man coexist and are eternal. God is the parent Mind, and man is
God’s spiritual offspring.
