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BIBLE

Lamentations 3:22-26

It is of the LORD’S mercies that we are not consumed, because his compassions fail not.
They are new every morning: great is thy faithfulness. The LORD is my portion, saith my
soul; therefore will I hope in him. The LORD is good unto them that wait for him, to the
soul that seeketh him. It is good that a man should both hope and quietly wait for the
salvation of the LORD.

John 3:1-12, 15-17

There was a man of the Pharisees, named Nicodemus, a ruler of the Jews: The same
came to Jesus by night, and said unto him, Rabbi, we know that thou art a teacher come
from God: for no man can do these miracles that thou doest, except God be with him.
Jesus answered and said unto him, Verily, verily, I say unto thee, Except a man be born
again, he cannot see the kingdom of God. Nicodemus saith unto him, How can a man
be born when he is 0ld? can he enter the second time into his mother’s womb, and be
born? Jesus answered, Verily, verily, I say unto thee, Except a man be born of water and
of the Spirit, he cannot enter into the kingdom of God. That which is born of the flesh is
flesh; and that which is born of the Spirit is spirit. Marvel not that I said unto thee, Ye
must be born again. The wind bloweth where it listeth, and thou hearest the sound
thereof, but canst not tell whence it cometh, and whither it goeth: so is every one that is
born of the Spirit. Nicodemus answered and said unto him, How can these things be?
Jesus answered and said unto him, Art thou a master of Israel, and knowest not these
things? Verily, verily, I say unto thee, We speak that we do know, and testify that we
have seen; and ye receive not our witness. If I have told you earthly things, and ye
believe not, how shall ye believe, if I tell you of heavenly things? ...

That whosoever believeth in him should not perish, but have eternal life.  For God so
loved the world, that he gave his only begotten Son, that whosoever believeth in him
should not perish, but have everlasting life. For God sent not his Son into the world to
condemn the world; but that the world through him might be saved.

Matthew 9:1-9,15 (to 1st )16, 17

And he entered into a ship, and passed over, and came into his own city. And, behold,
they brought to him a man sick of the palsy, lying on a bed: and Jesus seeing their faith
said unto the sick of the palsy; Son, be of good cheer; thy sins be forgiven thee. And,
behold, certain of the scribes said within themselves, This man blasphemeth. And Jesus
knowing their thoughts said, Wherefore think ye evil in your hearts? For whether is
easier, to say, Thy sins be forgiven thee; or to say, Arise, and walk? But that ye may
know that the Son of man hath power on earth to forgive sins, (then saith he to the sick
of the palsy,) Arise, take up thy bed, and go unto thine house. And he arose, and
departed to his house. But when the multitudes saw it, they marvelled, and glorified
God, which had given such power unto men. I And as Jesus passed forth from thence,
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he saw a man, named Matthew; sitting at the receipt of custom: and he saith unto him,
Follow me. And he arose, and followed him. ...

And Jesus said unto them, ...

No man putteth a piece of new cloth unto an old garment, for that which is put in to fill
it up taketh from the garment, and the rent is made worse. Neither do men put new
wine into old bottles: else the bottles break, and the wine runneth out, and the bottles
perish: but they put new wine into new bottles, and both are preserved.

Acts 9:1-6, 8-10 (to ;), 11, 12, 15 Go, 17,18

And Saul, yet breathing out threatenings and slaughter against the disciples of the Lord,
went unto the high priest, And desired of him letters to Damascus to the synagogues,
that if he found any of this way, whether they were men or women, he might bring
them bound unto Jerusalem. And as he journeyed, he came near Damascus: and
suddenly there shined round about him a light from heaven: And he fell to the earth,
and heard a voice saying unto him, Saul, Saul, why persecutest thou me? And he said,
Who art thou, Lord? And the Lord said, I am Jesus whom thou persecutest: it is hard for
thee to kick against the pricks. And he trembling and astonished said, Lord, what wilt
thou have me to do? And the Lord said unto him, Arise, and go into the city, and it shall
be told thee what thou must do. ...

And Saul arose from the earth; and when his eyes were opened, he saw no man: but
they led him by the hand, and brought him into Damascus. And he was three days
without sight, and neither did eat nor drink. J And there was a certain disciple at
Damascus, named Ananias; ...

And the Lord said unto him, Arise, and go into the street which is called Straight, and
inquire in the house of Judas for one called Saul, of Tarsus: for, behold, he prayeth, And
hath seen in a vision a man named Ananias coming in, and putting his hand on him,
that he might receive his sight. ...

... Go thy way: for he is a chosen vessel unto me, to bear my name before the Gentiles,
and kings, and the children of Israel: ...

And Ananias went his way, and entered into the house; and putting his hands on him
said, Brother Saul, the Lord, even Jesus, that appeared unto thee in the way as thou
camest, hath sent me, that thou mightest receive thy sight, and be filled with the

Holy Ghost. And immediately there fell from his eyes as it had been scales: and he
received sight forthwith, and arose, and was baptized.

Purge out therefore the
old leaven, that ye may be a new lump, as ye are unleavened. For even Christ our
passover is sacrificed for us: Therefore let us keep the feast, not with old leaven, neither
with the leaven of malice and wickedness; but with the unleavened bread of sincerity
and truth.

The earth’s diurnal rotation is invisible to the physical eye, and the sun seems to move

This
healing power of Truth must have been far anterior to the period in which Jesus lived. It
is as ancient as “the Ancient of days.” It lives through all Life, and extends throughout
all space.

Let us accept Science, relinquish all theories based on sense-testimony, give up
imperfect models and illusive ideals; and so let us have one God, one Mind, and that
one perfect, producing His own models of excellence.

Let the “male and female” of God'’s creating appear. Let us feel the divine energy of
Spirit, bringing us into newness of life and recognizing no mortal nor material power as
able to destroy. Let us rejoice that we are subject to the divine “powers that be.” Such is
the true Science of being. Any other theory of Life, or God, is delusive and mythological.

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Knowing the Science of creation, in which all is Mind and its ideas, Jesus rebuked the
material thought of his fellow-countrymen: “Ye can discern the face of the sky; but can
ye not discern the signs of the times?”

To discern the rhythm
of Spirit and to be holy, thought must be purely spiritual.

He to whom “the arm of the Lord” is revealed will believe our report, and rise into
newness of life with regeneration. This is having part in the atonement; this is the
understanding, in which Jesus suffered and triumphed.

300:1-5 If
Human logic is awry when it attempts to draw correct spiritual conclusions regarding
life from matter. Finite sense has no true appreciation of infinite Principle, God, or of
His infinite image or reflection, man.

323:32-2

Willingness to become as a little child and to leave the old for the new, renders thought
receptive of the advanced idea.

107:10

Through Christian Science, religion and medicine are inspired with a diviner nature and
essence; fresh pinions are given to faith and understanding, and thoughts acquaint
themselves intelligently with God.

246:17-18 Chronological, 20-29?

Chronological data are no part of the vast forever. ...
